	Explanation re: examples:  “Finally, a number of examples are included under each domain element to provide more information about the key knowledge, behaviors, or skills within each element.  The examples are not designed to be comprehensive, and there may be other skills and behaviors that reflect the respective domain element.  Equally important, the examples themselves are not to be used to assess the progress of children on the domain elements.  The Framework is not a checklist to evaluate a child’s development and learning.  Rather, the Framework guides the choice of assessment instruments and serves as a way to organize the data collected from these instruments.
